Crashing a brew
after the boil is an integral part for making gdmekr. Ideally, you want to get the temperature
below 140F as quickly as possible. DMS forms ia #50F - 160F range (which should be
limited if you performed a rolling, open boil allavg precursors to evaporate), and the magica
140F crash will help precipitate out polyphenolsl gmoteins, making for a cleaner tasting,
clearer beer.
